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PURPOSE 
 
 
The purpose of this handbook is to document the contacts and resources of 
Oklahoma voluntary organizations who are available for response to disaster 
situations. It is hoped that this information will help facilitate communication and 
cooperation between government (federal, state and local) and voluntary 
organizations in the State of Oklahoma.  
 
 

Frequency of OKVOAD Meetings  
 

1. One annual OKVOAD meeting shall be held. 
2. Meeting schedules will be established by the Executive Committee  

 
 

Advisory Committee  
 
1. The Advisory Committee shall consist of one member from each 

participating  organization. Member selected by his own organization.  
2. Advisory Committee meetings are at the call of the Chairperson.  
3. Advisory meetings shall be called to make plans for the annual OKVOAD 

meeting and take care of other items of business.  
 

 
Executive Committee  
 

1. The Executive Committee shall consist of the current officers and others 
by special invitation.  

2. Executive Committee meetings are at the call of the Chairperson.  
3. The Executive Committee handles all OKVOAD business between 

Meetings of the Advisory Committee and the annual OKVOAD meetings.  
4. The Executive Committee will maintain the operating guidelines and 

present amendments or additions as needed to the Advisory Committee 
for approval either by mail or at the annual meeting.  
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Disaster Site Protocol  
     
 
OKVOAD recognizes the independence of each of its member organizations and 
does not dictate agency response. However, OKVOAD endeavors to serve as a 
catalyst of cooperation and communications between each of its members.  
Activation of any one agency may be done directly to that appropriate agency or 
through the leadership of the OKVOAD. Activation through OKVOAD will ensure 
that all member organizations are informed of the situation. Once activated, 
OKVOAD will encourage a cooperative, coordinated voluntary response.  
 

 
Identification Card:  
 
Oklahoma VOAD Identification card can be issued by Oklahoma Department of 
Emergency Management with coordination of each individual agency.  During 
disaster operations members of Oklahoma VOAD may use this card to gain 
access to disaster scenes.  
 
The cooperation of area law enforcement and Emergency Preparedness 
Agencies is requested in honoring this form of identification.  
 
Each agency will also be identified through their parent organizationôs logo.

Bylaws 
 
 

 Article I NAME AND RELATIONSHIP  
 

Section A The name of this organization shall be the "Oklahoma 
Association of Voluntary Organizations Active in Disaster" (OKVOAD). 
The OKVOAD is associated with the National Voluntary Organizations 
Active in Disaster (NVOAD).  
 

Section B The business address will be Oklahoma Voluntary 
Organizations Active in Disaster % Oklahoma Dept. of Emergency 
Management, P.O. Box 53365, Oklahoma City, OK 73152-3365  
 

 

Article II PURPOSE  
 

The OKVOAD is associated with the National Voluntary Organizations 
Active in Disaster (NVOAD). The purpose of this organization shall be to 
bring together voluntary organizations active in disaster services to foster 
more effective response to the people of Oklahoma in time of disaster 
through:  

 Cooperation (creating a climate for cooperation, information and meeting 
together) 

 Coordination (Encouraging a common understanding and providing a 
liaison with government offices) 

 Communications (publishing, disseminating information) 

 Education (increasing mutual awareness and encouraging effective 
disaster relief) 

 Convening Mechanisms (arranging meetings, conferences, and training, 
as appropriate) 

 Legislation (encouraging effective disaster relief legislation and policy) 
OKVOAD seeks to ensure the availability of needed services and to 
encourage uniform, impartial provision of these services.  
 

 

 

Article III MEMBERSHIP  
 

Section A OKVOAD is not a competing or exclusionist agency, but is intended to 
be an umbrella organization for existing agencies active in disaster response. 
Each member organization maintains its own identity and independence, yet 
works closely with other agencies to improve service and eliminate unnecessary 
duplication of effort.  
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Section B   Any voluntary organization in Oklahoma, which is a member of the 
National VOAD, either directly or by affiliation through its national or regional 
organization, is entitled to Advisory Committee membership and full participation 
in all activities of the OKVOAD.  
 

Section C Other organizations eligible for membership are those with Not-for-
profit structure. Those qualified under the Internal Revenue Service Code 501 
(C)3. The services and resources that are provided by that organization also 
need to be available to all disaster victims. Therefore, volunteer organizations 
that have a disaster response capability, supported by a constitutional reference, 
are encouraged to become a member.  
 

Section D Any voluntary organization which does not meet the basic 
requirement for membership may apply for affiliation either directly at a general 
meeting of the OKVOAD or by submitting a letter or application to the OKVOAD 
Executive Committee describing its structure, mission and disaster response 
capabilities and purposes. The Executive Committee shall review the application 
and notify the organization of approval or denial of the application.  
 

Section E   Each organization is entitled to one Advisory Committee membership 
in OKVOAD. Any number of representatives may attend regular and annual 
meetings, with voice. All organizations should send one or more representatives 
to all general/annual meetings and to have one vote on any and all motions 
brought before the membership. Any representative may speak at the meetings, 
participate in discussions, propose initiatives and make and second motions. 
Where more than one representative of a member organization is present at a 
meeting, that delegation shall select one official representative to vote on all 
motions.  
 

Section F Interested governmental agencies, both State and local may hold an 
Associate Membership status. Associate Members will be invited to attend and 
participate in all meetings, but they will not possess voting privileges nor will they 
be able to be elected as an officer of the OKVOAD.  
 

Section G Conditions for Membership _ Organizations which during the previous 
year have not attended one meeting will be reminded, in writing, by the Executive 
Committee of the need to do so, and that if the condition or conditions remain 
unmet during the following year, their membership could be suspended.

Article IV MEETINGS  
 

Section A One annual OKVOAD meeting shall be held.  
 

Section B Regular OKVOAD meetings shall be called at the time and location of 
a disaster, as needed.  
 

Section C Other meetings may be called by the Executive Committee.  
 

Section D Roberts Rules of Order shall be considered general rules for the 
conduct of meeting.  
 

Section E The Executive Committee shall appoint a Conference Committee for 
the upcoming year. The Conference Committee shall be a fair representation of 
OKVOAD agencies and shall have the responsibility of location, presenters, 
agenda items, and logistics of the conference.  
 

 

Article V FUNCTION IN DISASTER  
 

Section A The OKVOAD represented by its chairperson or designee, will carry 
out the organization's activities as exhibited in the "Disaster Coordination Plan" 
that is an attachment of this document.  
 

 

Article VI EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE  
 

Section A The Executive Committee shall consist of the current officers and 
others by special invitation of the committee.  
 

Section B Executive Committee meetings are at the call of the Chairperson.  
 

Section C The Executive Committee handles all OKVOAD business between 
Meetings of the Advisory Committee and the OKVOAD meetings.  
 

 

Article VII OFFICERS  
 

Section A Officers of OKVOAD shall consist of Chairperson, First Vice- 
Chairperson, Second Vice-Chairperson, Secretary, and Treasurer.  
 

Section B The Executive Committee may appoint an Executive Secretary to 
carry on the operational business of the OKVOAD. The office of the Executive 
Secretary is not a voting position.  
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Article VIII TERM OF OFFICE  
 

Section A The term of office for each officer is one year and may serve for two 
full consecutive terms. The election takes place at the annual meeting of 
OKVOAD.  
 

 

Article IX METHOD OF ELECTION  
 

Section A The incumbent Chairperson shall call the current officers together with 
the Advisory Committee members present at the annual OKVOAD meeting. This 
group shall then appoint a nominating committee of one each from five different 
agencies.  
 

Section B The nominations slate will be presented to the OKVOAD constituency 
present. Nomination may also be accepted from the floor. The nominations may 
be accepted as a whole, or one by one, depending upon the wishes of the 
constituent body present. The chairperson of the nominating committee should 
call for a vote of the constituencies' choice.  
 

Article X DUTY OF OFFICERS  
 

Section A Chairperson  
a. The Chairperson shall preside at all OKVOAD meetings.  
b. The Chairperson calls the officers and Advisory members for nomination 
purposes. 
c. The Chairperson is Chairperson of the Advisory Committee.  
d. The Chairperson is Chairperson of the Executive Committee.  
 

Section B First Vice-Chairperson  
a. The First Vice-Chairperson serves in absence of Chairperson.  
b. The First Vice-Chairperson serves on Executive Committee.  
 

Section C Second Vice-Chairperson  
a. The Second Vice-Chairperson serves in absence of Chairperson or First Vice-
Chairperson. The Second Vice-Chairperson serves on Executive Committee.  
 

Section D Third Vice-Chairperson  
a. The Third Vice-Chairperson serves in absence of Chairperson or First Vice-
Chairperson.  
b. The Third Vice-Chairperson serves on Executive Committee.  
 

Section E Secretary  
a. Records minutes of OKVOAD meetings.  
b. Provides each officer and Advisory Committee member with a copy of 
OKVOAD meeting minutes before the next meeting.  
c. Oversees the sending of notices for OKVOAD meetings d. Oversees the 
registrations at OKVOAD annual meetings.  
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Section F Treasurer  
a. Handles all OKVOAD monies.  
b. Distributes and/or pays bills authorized by the Executive Committee.  
c. Sets up bank account for OKVOAD in a convenient bank (Preferably not the 
same bank where personal banking is done), and has responsibility for OKVOAD 
checkbook.  
d. Oversees reimbursements of all expenses as voted on by the Executive 
Committee or Advisory Committee. Appropriate receipts should accompany 
reimbursement.  
 

Section G Advisory Committee  
a. The Advisory Committee shall consist of one member from each voting 
member organization. The members are to be selected by their own 
organization.  
b. Advisory Committee meetings are at the call of the Chairperson.  
c. Advisory meetings shall be called to make plans for the annual OKVOAD 
meeting and take care of other items of business.  
 

 

Article XI FINANCES  
 

Section A OKVOAD shall not be a fund-raising organization. Sources of income 
shall include, but are not be limited to, the registration fee paid by those who 
attend the annual OKVOAD meeting.  
 

Section B Donations to OKVOAD will be acceptable.  
 

Section C The OKVOAD shall require the signatures of two separate Executive 
Committee members on all checks issued by OKVOAD. 
 
Section D  In the event that OKVOAD were to dissolve, all remaining funds, not 
expended at, or prior to, the date of final resolution, will be distributed to National 
VOAD to be used in support of disaster relief efforts.  
 

 

Article XII AMENDMENTS  
 

Section A Proposed amendments must be distributed by mail not less than two 
weeks prior to a meeting of the Advisory Committee at which the amendments 
will be considered.  
 

Section B Amendments to these by-laws may be made by a two-thirds majority 
vote of the Advisory Committee present.

Disaster Coordination Plan 

 
AMENDED ï June 1, 1999  

 

The purpose of the Oklahoma VOAD (OKVOAD) is to bring together organizations active in 
disaster services to foster more effective response to the people of Oklahoma in times of 
disaster. The purpose and mission statement of the National Voluntary Organization Active 
in Disaster and the bylaws of OKVOAD specifically prevent either organization from 
providing direct disaster service to victims, except as requested by government agencies , 
as this would then make NVOAD/OKVOAD another response agency. In view of this, 
OKVOAD will continue to be a facilitating agency to bring together as many voluntary 
organizations active (including spontaneous groups) in a disaster response as will  
participate.  
 
With this in mind, OKVOAD shall support the response to disasters as appropriate in the 
following manner: 
  
I.     OKVOAD chairperson (or designee) will report to the State Emergency Operations 
Center and become the liaison for all VOAD members not then represented in the EOC.  
 
II.   OKVOAD chairperson (or designee) will meet with the State Donation Coordination 
Manager (or  designee), and will call and facilitate a VOAD meeting as soon as practical 
and needed to do so. 
 
III.      OKVOAD Chairperson (or designee) will provide updated reports of voluntary agency                                                                                            
activities to the Oklahoma Department of Civil Emergency Management Emergency 
Operations Center at regular intervals or when necessitated by dramatic changes in service 
or location.  
 
IV.      At the close of an operation, OKVOAD Chairperson (or designee) will request a 
consolidated report from each voluntary organization assisting in disaster response. This 
report is to include recommendations that will enable OKVOAD to encourage and 
implement corrective actions that will enhance future response and recovery operations. 
Reports will be brought as an agenda item at the next OKVOAD meeting following the 
disaster.

Organizational Structure 
  
The American Radio Relay League, Inc. (ARRL) is a national volunteer 
organization of 170,000 licensed radio amateurs in the United States. ARRL 
maintains a field organization of 10,000 leadership volunteers and 45,000 reg-
istered radio amateur members of the ARRL-sponsored Amateur Radio 
Emergency Service. This large volunteer force is headed in each of 73 
geographical sections by an elected section manager. Disaster communications 
in each of those sections is under the direction of an appointed section 
emergency coordinator (SEC), who, in turn, directs district and local emergency 
coordinators. Radio amateurs volunteer not only their services, but also the use 
of their privately owned radio communications equipment and digital interfaces 
for use in disaster situations. 
 
 
Disaster Program  
 
The ARRL is national both in scope and in purpose, but with disaster response 
conducted and directed at the local and state levels. The ARRL is a voluntary 
membership organization incorporated as a not-for-profit institution and qualified 
under IRS regulation 501(c) 3. ARRLôs commitment is to promote, organize, and 
assist at every level to meet the communications needs of people and agencies 
affected by disaster. The ARRL has entered into formal agreements to provide 
emergency radio services with the American Red Cross, The Salvation Army, 
National Communications System, Associated Public Safety Communications 
Officers, Inc., National Weather Service, and Federal Emergency Management 
Agency (FEMA). American Radio operators shadow emergency responders and 
office at disaster sites. This is the only way emergency agencies (who use 
different radio frequencies) are able to have interoperable communications.  
ARRL Volunteers act as a communication volunteers with local public safety 
organizations.  On a local level, Hams may participate in local emergency

Authority 
  
Although the American Red Cross is not a government agency, its authority to 
provide disaster relief was formalized when, in 1905, the Red Cross was 
chartered by Congress to "carry on a system of national and international relief in 
time of peace and apply the same in mitigating the sufferings caused by 
pestilence, famine, fire, floods, and other great national calamities, and to devise 
and carry on measures for preventing the same."  
The authority of the Red Cross to provide disaster services was reaffirmed in 
federal law in Sec. 302(b) (3) of the Robert T. Stafford Disaster Relief and 
Emergency Assistance Act of 1988, Pub. L. 93-288, as amended, which states: 
...nothing contained in this Act shall limit or in any way affect the responsibilities 
of the American National Red Cross under the Act of January 5, 1905.  
 
   
Disaster Services 
  
Red Cross disaster relief focuses on meeting people's immediate emergency 
disaster-caused needs. When a disaster threatens or strikes, the Red Cross 
provides shelter, food, and health and mental health services to address basic 
human needs. In addition to these services, the core of Red Cross disaster relief 
is the assistance given to individuals and families affected by disaster to enable 
them to resume their normal daily activities independently. 
The Red Cross also feeds emergency workers, handles inquiries from concerned 
family members outside the disaster area, provides blood and blood products to 
disaster victims, and helps those affected by disaster to access other available 
resources. 
 
 
Moreover, the Red Cross promotes disaster preparedness; including activities 
focused on community preparedness, such as increasing public awareness and 
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educating members of the community to help them prevent, prepare for, respond 
to and reduce the severity of disasters. Red Cross chapters are responsible for 
ensuring that people are aware of risks in their communities and know the 
appropriate actions to take to reduce injury, loss of life and loss of property.  
   
Structure 
  
Regional chapter groupings are the primary organizational structure and will be 
the focal point for organizational resources and support. Regional groupings 
consist of a group of community chapters supported by a regional chapter. Field 
and national disaster structure is configured to support regional chapter 
groupings. All initial requests for American Red Cross assistance from VOAD 
partner agencies in statewide or multi-jurisdictional disasters should me made to 
the appropriate Regional Chapter. Calls for assistance from those directly 
impacted by disaster should be made to the local community or regional chapter.

Disaster Program  
 
Decisions about disaster relief are made on an ad hoc basis. Local parishes 
provide emergency assistance as needed. In large scale disasters, a collection 
might be taken up throughout the Archdiocese and funds of a matching nature 
might be obtained from Catholic Charities USA.   Another aspect is the 
performing of  initial damage assessments and providing relief stage services 
including shelter and emergency food.  Traditionally, Catholic Charities on both 
the local and national levels has focused on providing long-term case 
management for individuals and families who have ñunmet needsò in the months 
following a large-scale disaster.

1. Brethren Disaster Ministries (BDM) assists individuals and communities 
impacted by disaster in providing volunteers to clean up debris and to repair or 
rebuild houses for survivors who lack sufficient resources to hire a contractor or 
other paid labor.  Volunteers are supervised by trained, skilled project leaders.  
BDM cooperates with the local disaster recovery organization to enhance the 
long-term recovery of the community. 
  
2. Childrenôs Disaster Services (CDS) alleviates disaster-related anxiety in children 

through specially trained and carefully screened volunteers.  These highly committed 

persons provide children a safe, secure and comforting environment in shelters and 

assistance centers, while helping parents understand how disaster impacts their child. 

Although CDS is a ministry of the Church of the Brethren, the volunteers come from a 

wide variety of faith groups.

 Community Arise, a comprehensive curriculum developed by CWS and 
its member denominations that covers the basics of disaster management 
within the context of religious community service, the components of long-
term recovery, vulnerability in disaster, and overviews of disaster case 
management, volunteer management and coordination, emotional and 
spiritual care, meeting special needs of children and youth in disasters, 
and technology-caused disaster response.  CWS or one its constituent 
denominations can deliver Community Arise instruction or organizations 
may incorporate the curriculum modules into their own training programs. 

 

 Recovery Tools and Training, a one-day workshop led by a CWS ERS 
and leaders from denominations and other groups to help long-term 
recovery organizations understand the efforts required to work effectively 
in communities with survivors following disasters.   

 

 Community Specific Training designed cooperatively by community 
leaders and CWS ERSs to address needs particular to a disaster-affected 
area.   

 
 

 Follow-up Mentoring and Continuing Education.  Recognizing that no 
one workshop or curriculum can cover all aspects of long-term recovery or 
address every issue, the CWS ERSs are available to communities by 
phone, e-mail and return visits to answer questions, provide guidance, and 
assist with other unanticipated needs.  CWS ERSs are also available to 
conduct training for local religious and community leaders that prepares 
them to respond to future disasters and reduce their vulnerability to 
disaster through mitigation activities.    

 
 
3.  Project Development.  Following disasters, CWS ERSs help existing human 
service organizations identify project possibilities focused on assisting vulnerable 
persons both recover and reduce vulnerability in future disasters.  When projects 
are identified, CWS counsels the prospective implementing agency or agencies 
on writing project proposals and fund-raising as well as helps them find funding, 
material resources, and personnel to carry out the identified project.

CRWRC Disaster Response Services (DRS) - is a network of volunteers who 
give of their time and talents to help clear debris, assess needs, and rebuild 
homes after disasters strike. There are numerous opportunities for individuals, 
couples, and groups to demonstrate Godôs love by responding in a variety of 
ways to people affected by disasters. These opportunities may include 
involvement in the services below:  

 Early assessment (weeks 1-4 following a disaster) - Before teams can be 
sent into disaster areas, information must be collected in order to know 
how we can best help.  

 Rapid response (weeks 1-12)- This phase of CRWRC DRSô response 
addresses the clean-up needs by removing downed trees and completing 
minor repairs after a disaster, especially covering roofs to protect homes 
from the elements.  

 Needs assessment (weeks 8-39)- Needs Assessment is the process of 
going door to door in disaster affected communities to inventory unmet 
needs, and provide a database of these needs to a community 
organization.  

 Organizational Capacity Building (weeks 4-40) This phase of CRWRCôs 
response assists local recovery organizations and helps them expand 
their ability to help disaster survivors.  Provide accounting services for 
long term recovery and VOAD organizations using volunteer CPAôs  

 Reconstruction (weeks 26-156)- When the ñGreen Shirtsò(DRS volunteers) 
go into an area, a contract is signed and DRS stays the course ï 
repairing/ rebuilding damaged homes - until what we promised is 
delivered. This can mean a two to three year, long-term commitment.  

 Community Development Consultation (weeks 39-260)- Helping local 
recovery organizations move from disaster response to addressing the 
long-term needs of their community is the last phase of CRWRC DRSôs

Organizational Structure  
 
The General Convention of the Episcopal Church officially organized the 
Presiding Bishopôs Fund for World Relief to be the churchôs channel for respond-
ing to worldwide human need. During this 44 year period, the fund has become 
the major disaster-relief arm of the Episcopal Church. It also works in the areas 
of refugee resettlement, rehabilitation, and development.  
 
The fund responds to domestic disaster principally through the churchôs network 
of nearly 100 U.S. dioceses and 7,600 parishes. The fund sends immediate relief 
grants of such basics as food, water, medical assistance, and financial aid within 
the first 90 days to areas torn by natural or man-made disaster. Diocesan 
bishops provide a vital communication link through their first-hand assessment of 
the scope of need and priority of response, which is often ecumenical.  
 
Follow-up response to crisis situations, within a three-month to two-year period, 
is provided through rehabilitation grants, which offers means to rebuild, to replant 
ruined crops, and to counsel those in trauma.  
 
The fundôs principal ecumenical channel for domestic disaster response is 
Church World Service; overseas, the fund works through such agencies as the 
World Council of Churches I commission of Inter-Church Aid, Refugee and World 
service Commission of Interchurch Aid, Refugee and World Service (CICARWS), 
and various provinces of the Anglican Communion.  
 
There are 77 congregations in the State of Oklahoma. Each churchôs 
congregation can be activated through the Priest in Charge or Senior Warden.  
Each local congregation can provide a variety of relief services based upon the 
local needs and the resources of the church.

Organization 
 
The ACM Disaster Relief Ministry is composed of local Disaster Relief Teams 
(DRTôs) organized at the church or associational level, operating under the 
auspices of the ACM Disaster Relief Ministry. 
 
 
Response 
 
The ACM Disaster Relief Ministry responds to disaster at multiple levels: 
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 Personal Response:  Members will respond in times of disaster by caring 
for themselves, their families, and their immediate surroundings; then 
making themselves available to their local DRT. 

 Local Response:  Local DRTôs will respond in cooperation with local 
emergency management and in communication with the state DRT 
director as needed in times of local crisis.  *They will also schedule other 
periodic community service events throughout the year. These events are 
for the purpose of outreach, training, team building, and exalting God. 

 State Response:  Other teams from around the state will be called upon 
as needed per request of the local response team, local emergency 
management, and/or at the discretion of the ACM Disaster Relief Director. 

 National-Scale Response:  The State Disaster Response (Blue Tarp) 
Team responds to Disasters outside Oklahoma per the request of the 
NAFWB, any FWB entity, OKVOAD, and/or at the discretion of the ACM 
Disaster Response Director.  

 Outside Assistance:  During times of catastrophic disaster, ACM will 
work in cooperation with the Executive Office of the NAFWBôs, OKVOAD, 
and other Disaster Assistance Resources as needed in securing needed 
outside assistance. 

 
 
Areas of Response Concentration  
 

 Local DRTôs respond as needed in times of local crisis. Their area(s) of 
concentration are determined by their leadership team with consideration 
being given to the gifts of their team, as well as the needs of their 
community. 

 The ACM Blue Tarp Team will be composed of members of the various 
DRTôs that are ready, willing, and able to respond on a momentôs notice in 
times of state and national disaster. The Blue Tarp Team will provide 
temporary covering to roofs damaged by storms, winds, etc. until 
permanent repairs can be made. 

 ACM will provide Journey Packs and Care Kits through the local DRTôs 
to children affected by disaster. 

 Other Statewide Areas of Concentration will be determined as the need 
dictates and the resources permit. Possible future areas of concentration 
include reconstruction, mobile kitchen, medical teams, counseling teams, 
etc. 

 
 
ACM Responsibility 
 

 Provide general oversight of the various Statewide Disaster Relief 
Ministries. 

 Receive and distribute funds as available and needed in times of disaster. 

 Secure and provide needed tools and resources as available for training, 
events, and disaster. 
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 Provide credibility through its oversight and membership with the 
Oklahoma VOAD. 

 Provide template for certification badges and needed forms for 
certification. 

 
 
Training 
 
Provided at the local level with guidance provided at a state level. Training will 
include: 

 Disaster Preparedness ï Administered by the DRTôs local emergency 
management, a qualified team member, or other qualified emergency 
responder.  Training outline provided by ACM. 

 First Aid - Administered by the Red Cross, a qualified team member, or 
qualified emergency responder, etc. 

 Specialty Training ï Administered by local DRT leadership in area of 
concentration. 

 Subsequent Training (Recommended, but not required):  CPR, Fire 
Safety and Suppression (extinguisher usage), CERT (provided by local 
emergency management or OEM), Team Building (Ropes Course, etc.), 
Debris Removal, etc..

In most cases FDS is 
unable to provide building material, and therefore looks to network with other 
NVOAD organizations,  interfaiths, and unmet needs committees who may 
provide these materials. FDS has a Statement of Understanding with the Ameri-
can Red Cross.

NOVA's Structure/Staffing  
 
NOVA has one office, located in Washington, D.C. as an umbrella organization, it 
has connections with more than 8,000 victim service providing agencies around 
the nation.  Beginning in 1995, NOVA will begin to regionalize its membership 
services and provide more structure and leadership in six regional locations 
around the U.S.  
 
NOVA has 9 paid staff, fully trained to work with traumatized victims and 
survivors of crimes and disasters. The National Crisis Response Team consists 
of more than 400 trained crisis responders spread out around the country who 
respond on short notice to go out on a Team. In addition, NOVA has a corps of 
trainers and crisis interveners who are not formally members of the Team who 
can be called on in times of extraordinary need.  
Many National Crisis Response Team members are licensed mental health 
specialists. Others are members of allied professions who would normally have 
experience with crisis scenes as part of their professional work: law enforcement 
officers and other emergency responders, clergy members, child and youth 
specialists, medical professionals and victim service specialists. All Team 
members, regardless of background, are required to go through NOVA's 
intensive training and receive regular update training.  
 
 
Description of Disaster Services.  
 
Services provided by NOVA's National CRT Project vary according to the 
demands of the particular situation and the needs of the people affected by the 
disaster, but generally always include the following:  

 With respect to the emotional aftermath of trauma, to assist the local 
leaders and direct caregivers plan their immediate and longer-term 
activities in the aftermath of the catastrophe.  

o Identify and seek out local caregivers.

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o Emphasize that victims/survivors tend to solve their own problems, 
but can benefit from benign intervention.

 Providing telephone consultation.  
o Local Disaster Site Contact.  
o NOVA 24-hour victim/crisis hotline.  
o NOVA available to perform telephone debriefing of local staff and 

volunteers, when needed.  
o d. NOVA to do follow-up, including recommendations and 

predictions for future issues.  

 On-Scene Response to Existing Local Crisis Response Teams. NOVA 
provides a modified Team of up to 4 from the National Crisis Response 
Team to provide consultation, leadership, and training assistance to the 
local Team.  

 On-Scene Crisis Response Team Deployment. A full Team is deployed to 
the disaster site upon invitation from site leadership. The make-up of the 
Team  depends in large part on the demographics of the community in 
trying to "mirror" the community to the extent possible. The length of the 
stay is generally 48 to 72 hours or longer in special cases.

Organizational Structure  
 
REACT is a not-for-profit, public-service, independent organization presently 
comprising approximately 100 REACT volunteers, organized into local REACT 
Teams in the State of Oklahoma. Every REACT member belongs to a local 
REACT Team, providing an effective and active local organization. REACT 
International, Inc. coordinates overall REACT activities with a small full-time staff 
located in Suitland, MD, and also with an active board of directors. Including 
Oklahoma, there are 10,000 REACT volunteers organized into 800 local teams.  
REACT Teams agree to monitor the Citizens Bank radio emergency frequency, 
Channel 9, with a goal of 24-hour coverage. Participation in disaster 
preparedness is encouraged.  
 
Many of the local REACT Teams are equipped with other sophisticated 
communications equipment. In Oklahoma, half of the teams operate UHF radio 
systems. In addition, several operate amateur radio stations.  
Local REACT Teams operate autonomously. They are encouraged to engage in 
all appropriate local programs of assistance to the community. They will respond 
immediately to requests for assistance from authorized local agencies in time of 
local disaster.  
 
Disaster Program  
 
REACT Teams are encouraged to become part of local disaster preparedness 
planning. In Oklahoma, REACT Teams typically provide pre- and immediate 
emergency scene assistance, primarily in local communications, traffic and 
crowd control, and immediate manpower needs ó Most Oklahoma Teams work 
closely with local agencies in providing severe weather observation and warning.

In local communities, Volunteer Centers provide a 
variety of services, one of which is matching both individuals and groups with 
human service agencies in need of volunteers. The Points of Light Foundation 
believes that the services of unaffiliated volunteers during disaster response can 
be most effectively directed by local Volunteer Centers. Local, regional, state, 
and national disaster response would be significantly enhanced by Volunteer 
Centers becoming full partners in these efforts.  
 
In October 1993, The Points of Light Foundation initiated a new program, 
Volunteer Centers - Partners in Disaster Response, designed to guide Volunteer 
Centers, and other agencies, through the establishment of local area disaster 
preparedness plans and the management of spontaneous unaffiliated volunteers. 
The most fundamental aspect of the program is recognizing the existing disaster 
response experts and supporting them in providing relief to disaster victims. 
Once implemented, the Volunteer Centers - Partners in Disaster Response effort 
will provide a resource of volunteers for relief agencies of all types that, because 
of a disaster, experience an increased demand for services or need assistance in 
returning to normal operations. The goal is to build enhanced community disaster 
plans, incorporating the unique expertise of governmental, community, human

Society of St. Vincent de Paul (SVDP) parish conferences in the United States. 
City-wide or area-wide coordination of SVDP activities occurs through local and 
central councils, which are organized on area-wide and diocesan basis. 
Altogether in the United States, there are 355 area-wide councils. Councils are 
further united into regional groupings; there are 8 regions in the United States. 
The national coordinating body is the Council of the United States, Society of St. 
Vincent de Paul. International coordination is through the Council General in 
Paris. There are 132 SVDP conferences world wide. Number of local units: 4,338 
parish conferences; 355 councils; 8 regions; Council of the United States.

SVDP provides volunteer person-to-person service to those in need, without 
regard to color, race, or creed. Some emergency assistance is usually provided 
by parish conferences. Councils engage in various social services, depending 
upon local needs and available Vincentian resources. Each council and 
conference is autonomous and is free to select its own form of specialized social, 
charitable activity. Many councils operate stores, homeless shelters, and feeding 
facilities that are similar to those run by the Salvation Army. The stores' 
merchandise--clothing, household appliances, furniture, etc.--can be made 
available to disaster victims. Warehousing facilities could be used for storing and 
sorting donated merchandise during the emergency period. Because of the 
diversity among SVDP councils in their social service and charitable functioning, 
it is important for the local council to be identified in the pre-disaster planning 
phases so that its participation will be effectively coordinated with that of other 
helping groups. Each local SVDP council has been asked to engage in prepared-

Disaster relief is one of United Jewish Communitiesô (UJC) core functions, an 
outgrowth of the spirit of UJCôs mission to care ñfor those in need.ò In 1999, UJC 
and affiliate Jewish institutions across North America delivered human, financial 
and medical resources, as well as food and shelter, to victims of both natural and 
human disasters:  

 For victims of the ethnic cleansing in Kosovo, UJC mobilized a 
comprehensive humanitarian effort in cooperation with members of 
federations and two overseas partners, the Jewish Agency for Israel 
(JAFI) and the American Jewish Joint Distribution Committee (JDC). The 
UJC Kosovo Relief Fund raised $3.5 million to underwrite nonsectarian aid 
costs in the region. Thought JAFI, UJC helped finance 11 relief flights, 
delivering more than 100 tons of medicine, blankets, tents, clothing, and 
other basics--and transported 100 ethnic Albanians to Israel.  

 Nonsectarian aid for earthquake relief inTurkey was collected via a JDC 
mailbox designated by UJC.  

 UJC opened a mailbox for donations to help victims of Hurricane Floyd 
and related floods. The Association of New Jersey Federations and 
several North Carolina federations helped with damage assessment, as 
well as raising funds, and the Northeast and Southeast UJC Regional 
offices also helped. In particular, the Wake County, NC, Jewish Federation 
and the Jewish Federation of Central New Jersey provided assistance and 
outreach to their neighbors.
